Associate Members are subject to annual membership dues of PhP 1,500.00.
3. REGULAR MEMBERS:
h. An examination on arbitration practice and procedure (Article 1, Section 2, PIArb’s Amended  By-Laws);

i. Taking and passing an arbitration course required by the Institute (Article 1, Section 2, PIArb’s Amended  By-Laws); 

j. A sworn commitment to abide by the Institute's Code of Ethics and Professional Responsibility as a regular member (Article 1, Section 2, PIArb’s Amended  By-Laws); and

Regular Members are subject to annual membership dues of PhP 3,000.00.

Fellows of the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators of the United Kingdom shall automatically qualify for admission as Fellows of the Institute and need not pass the qualification program/ requirements for Fellows of the Institute (Article 1, Section 1, PIArb’s Amended By-Laws).

Fellows are subject to annual membership dues of PhP 5,000.00.
